	The regular meeting of the McKean Borough Council was called to order on October 13, 2025 by Dodi Oblinski at 6:00 p.m., as previously advertised and took place at the McKean Borough Municipal Building.
ROLL CALL 
	Members present were Dodi Oblinski, Molly Davies, Tony Milano, Rose Scouten, Weslee Clapper-Krepps, Mayor and Teri Dillen, Secretary. Eric Morgan was absent.
CITIZEN COMMENT – AGENDA-Jeremy Bloeser from the Erie County Land Bank presented the benefits of participation in the Land Bank for the McKean Borough Community. There are no fees associated with Land Bank services to the community. After the presentation Rose Scouten moved to approve signing the Land Bank Intergovernmental Agreement, second by Tony Milano and passed by unanimous roll call vote.
	Shawn Wroblewski of CEPA made Borough Council aware of the development affecting local Ambulance/Life Support service. Edinboro Paramedics voted, independently of community knowledge, to go to intermediate advance life support. This decision leaves all other life support and ambulance services without County community support. All surrounding communities had been working together for a mutually beneficial solution to call/staffing issues in the Emergency Services provided to all Townships and Boroughs in the area. Mr. Wroblewski will be searching for a solution and will keep Council updated.
